B. To continue to increase the number of pupil premium children able to write at the expected standard at end of key stage one and two. (KS1 sch 74% nat 69% KS2 sch - 82% nat 78%)
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Increase the number of pupil premium children able to reach the higher standards in reading at the end of key stage one and two. (KS1 sch 13% nat 25% KS2 sch 27% nat 36%)

To increase overall attainment for pupil premium children at the higher standards, so that the percentage of pupils for reading, writing and maths at the higher standard is
maintained to be close to national expectations. (sch 14% nat 11%)
